ERIC – Subject Searching
Using Subject Headings

Subjects = Words that describe the main focus of an article

There are many ways to search Subjects in ERIC and PsycInfo
1. Subject Thesaurus
The subject thesaurus is a way to better understand the language used in the database and find word definitions.  Click on Thesaurus button on the top tool menu.  Type in your word (in “Browse For” search) and if found, will lead to related terms (broader, narrower) and definitions.
2. Search the Subject (Descriptors) field

Try searching your keyword in the “Subject” (aka SU Descriptors) field.  This narrows your search by limiting your word ONLY to the “Subject” field, thus making your search more relevant (hopefully!)



3. Related  Subjects
Once you have conducted your search, and you are viewing the results list, see the left side of the page for related subjects.  These are subject headings from the results of your search.  They are listed in order of frequency.

If you find any useful subject headings, add that word/phrase to your original search.  Remember to use them in the “Subject” (SU Descriptors) field.

Click the Find It!  to locate full text availability in other databases





Find It! opens a screen and may list full text availability.    Select the database link to access.








If not in our catalog, request via Interlibrary Loan





A search for “teen” resulted in finding the subject term “Adolescents”, which is how ERIC identifies that concept.  This is helpful in finding words to add to your search.
